Bring uniform and luggage to the bandroom.

No more than $100.00 should be sent along for the trip. Debit cards are recommended instead of cash. iPods are ok, but there is no need for other electronics.

G-rated movies are the only movies allowed. Mrs. Smith will be in charge of checking them in.

Bus Rules:


Chaperones leave first and return to the bus first for attendance purposes. 


Try to be early or you’re late


No excessive moving on the buss


No Boom boxes


Keep buses clean


Be careful of how you treat the seats-no leaning over armrest or seat backs


1 person to a blanket-no matter the gender!


Listen to the chaperones: without them we could not travel

On way to NY we’ll make 3 stops:


Bathroom breaks are to be kept short


Anytime a student is off the bus you are required to be in groups of four! The only 
exception is when we are in NYC and you will be in groups of 10 and a 
chaperone.


Wed. morning and Friday morning students will be  required to wear white band 
hat! 


Parents traveling with us are welcomed to join activities, but cannot check son or 
daughter out of the group. It is vital to keep groups together for the purpose of 
keeping to the schedule.

Parade on Thursday, wear your yellow shirt under your uniform in 



addition to under armour.



For Sat. parade in Pittsburgh wear red band shirt


Groups of 10 come off the bus list. Mr. Reed is working out logistics for how to 
sign up for the busses.  


Students: please don’t use hotel phones to call around…YOU NEED 
DOWNTIME AND SLEEP!


We’ll collect cell phone numbers from the students for each of the bus chaperones


Hotel door is to be locked at all times. Use the keyhole and ask person to identify 
themselves before you open the door. Do NOT leave room after curfew unless it’s 
an emergency…ice 
doesn’t qualify for an emergency. There is never to be a 
person from the opposite gender in your hotel room.

Mr. Reed reviewed the itinerary (which is posted on the bandmhs.com site)


Departure time will probably be moved earlier to accommodate an evening meal 
forgotten at the time the itinerary was typed.


When you come to collect your students do not block the sidewalks on the band 
room side street. We need the room to unload and move around.


The cruise will be the band and special guest only: not open to the to the general 
public


There are limited amounts of tickets available for the dinner cruise: check with 
Annette. The Radio City Show is sold out, however check ticket master and there 
may be tickets available.


If you are picking up your child at any point it should be done at the hotel.


The order of appearance in the parade will be posted on the website as soon as 
Mr. Reed knows.

If we are in a playoff game after Nov. 12th the students will wear travel clothes rather than uniform.

Bus sign up will be Nov. 14th at the end of the parade practice on the Expressway.

Band is supplying clear ponchos for the entire band that will fit in the hat or cell phone pocket. It is recommended that students bring hand and foot warmers.

Pack your uniform: 


In the shoe pocket of uniform bag: yellow/red shirt 2 pair real socks


In hat box: both cords and gloves


When you bring in uniform please bring on hangers given at cleaner with bag and 
receipt and bring a good quality suit hanger for the uniform. After they try it on it 
will be put on suit hanger and hung up.
